Finances

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Reasons for

Dismissal

1. A student who becomes vocally non-compliant with
the benefits of Temple Baptist Church and Carolina
Bible College.

2. A student who has more than two unexcused
absences during a semester term. (Ministry related
absences will not count towards absences, but MUST be
approved by administration beforehand.)

3. A student caught cheating will be dismissed for the
school term. The student will be allowed to return the
next term after a decision by the governing body allows
them to return. If a student repeats the offence, they will
not be dismissed permanently.

4. A student who fails to pay tuition up-to-date within
one month after mid-term or final exam will be
dismissed until payment is up-to-date.

5. A full-time student whose GPA falls below 1.0.
